Managernent's Discussion and Analysis 
December 31, 2023 

As management of the Jackson Parish Assessor, I offer readers of the Jackson Parish Assessor's financiai 
statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the Jackson Parish Assessor 
for the tiscal year ended December 31, 2023. Please read it in conjunction with the basic financial 
staternents and the accompanying notes to the financial statements. 

Overview of the Financial Statements 

This Managernent Discussion and Analysis docurnent introduces the Assessor's basic financial statements. 
The annual report consists of a series of financial statements. The Statement of Net Position and the 
Statement of Activities (Government-wide Financial Statements) provide inforrnation about the financial 
activities as a whole and illustrate a longer-term view of the Assessor's finances. The Balance Sheet and 
Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balance - Governrnental Fund (Fund Financial 
Statements) tell how these services were financed in the short term as well as what remains for future 
spending. Fund Financial Statements also report the operations in more detail than the Government-Wide 
Financial Staternents by providing inforrnation about the most significant funds. This report also contains 
other supplementary information in addition to the basic financial statements themselves. 

Government-wide financial statements. The government-wide financial statenzents are designed to 
provide readers with a broad overview of the Jackson Parish Assessor's finances, in a manner similar to 
a private-sector business. 

The statement of net position presents information on all of the Jackson Parish Assessor's assets and 
liabilities, with the difference between the two reported as net position. Over time, increases or decreases 
in net position may serve as a useful indicator of whether the financial position of the Jackson Parish 
Assessor is improving or deteriorating. 

The stateinent of activities presents information showing how the governrnent's net position changed 
during the most recent fiscal year. All changes in net position are reported as soon as the underlying 
event giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of tirning of related cash flows. Thus, revenues and 
expenses are reported in this statement for some items that will only result in cash flows in future fiscal 
periods (for example, earned, but unused, sick leave). 

Fund financial statenzents. Afund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain control over 
resources that have been segregated for specific activities or objectives. The Jackson Parish Assessor, 
like other state and local governments, uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with 
finance-related legal requirements. All of the funds of the Jackson Parish Assessor are governrnental 
funds. 
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Governmental funds. Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the sarne functions reported 
as governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. However, unlike the government-
wide financial statements, governmental fund financial statements focus on near-term inflows and outflows 
of spendable resources, as well as on balances of spendable resources available at the end of the fiscal 
year. Such information may be useful in evaluating a governrnent's near-term financing requirements. 

Because the focus of governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide financial 
statements, it is useful to cornpare the information presented for governmental funds with similar 
information presented for governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. By doing 
so, readers may better understand the long-term impact of the government's near-term financing decisions. 
Both the governmental fund balance sheet and governmental fund statement of revenues, expenditures, 
and changes in fund balances provide a reconciliation to facilitate this comparison between governrnental 
funds and governmental activities. 

The Jackson Parish Assessor adopts an annual appropriated budget for the general fund. A budgetary 
comparison statement is provided for the major fund to demonstrate compliance with this budget. 

Notes to the financial staternents. The notes provide additional inforrnation that is essential to a full 
understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements. 

Other Infortnation. In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this report also 
presents certain required supplementaty information concerning the Jackson Parish Assessor's 
performance. 

Government-wide Financial Analysis 

As noted earlier, net position rnay serve over time as a useful indicator of a government's financial 
position. At the close of the most recent fiscal year, liabilities of the Jackson Parish Assessor exceeded 
assets by $7,767,168. Approximately 1% of the Jackson Parish Assessor's net position reflects its 
investment in capital assets (e.g., equipment), less any related debt used to acquire those assets that is still 
outstanding. These assets are not available for future spending. 

The balance in unrestricted net position is affected by two factors: 1) resources expended, over time, by 
the Jackson Parish Assessor to accluire capital assets from sources other than internally generated funds 
(i.e., debt), and 2) required depreciation on assets.

Financial Analysis of the Government's Funds 

As noted earlier, the Jackson Parish Assessor uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance 
with finance-related legal requirements. The focus of the governmental funds is to provide information 
on near-term inflows, outflows, and balances of expendahle resources. Such information is useful in 
assessing the financing requirements. In particular, unreserved fund balance may serve as a useful 
measure of a government's net resources available for spending at the end of the fiscal year. 

As of December 31, 2023, the general fund's governmental fund balances of $9,201,447 showed a 
decrease of $307,471 over December 31, 2022, 

General Fund Budgetary Highlights 

There were no hudget amendments for the current year. 
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Capital Asset and Debt Administration 

Capital assets. The Jackson Parish Assessor's investrnent in capital assets for its governmental activities 
as of Decernber 31, 2023, amounts to $84,274 (net of accumulated depreciation). This investment 
includes equipment. There were increases of $38,010 in capital assets and no decreases in capital assets 
for the year. 

Long-term debt. The Jackson Parish Assessor contributes to a single-employer defined benefit healthcare 
plan ("the Retiree Health Plan"). The plan provides lifetime healthcare insurance for eligible retirees 
through the assessor's group health insurance plan. Net OPEB obligation associated with the Retiree 
Health Plan at Decernber 31, 2023 is $1,590,977. Net pension liability is $402,187 at Decernber 31, 
2023,

Notes to the Financial Statements 
As of and For the Year Ended December 31, 2023 

1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

As provided by Article VII, Section 24 of the Louisiana Constitution of 1974, the assessor is elected by 
the voters of the parish and serves a term of four years, beginning January 1 following the year in which 
elected. The assessor assesses all real and movable property in the parish, subject to ad valorem taxation, 
prepares tax rolls, and submits the rolls to the Louisiana Tax Commission and other governmental bodies 
as prescribed by law. The assessor is authorized to appoint as many deputies as necessary for the efficient 
operation of his office and to provide assistance to the taxpayers of the parish. The deputies are 
authorized to perform all functions of the office, but the assessor is officially and pecuniarily responsible 
for the actions of the deputies. 

At December 31, 2023, there are 11,069 real rnovable, and public service assessrnent listings totaling 
$229,783,030. This represents an increase of 72 assessment listings. The total taxable valuation 
decreased by $16,372,810. 

The accoinpanying financial statements of the Jackson Parish Assessor have been prepared in conformity 
with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) as applied to governrnental units. The 
Governrnental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard setting body for establishing 
governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The accompanying basic financial statements 
have been prepared in conforrnity with GASB Statement 34, Basic Financial Statements-and 
Management's Discussion and Analysis -for State and Local Governments, issued in June 1999, 

A. REPORTING ENTITY 

As the governing authority of the parish, for reporting purposes, the Jackson Parish Police 
Jury is the financial reporting entity for Jackson Parish. The financial reporting entity 
consists of (a) the primary government (police jury), (b) organizations for which primary 
government is financially accountable, and (c) other organizations for which the nature and 
significance of their relationship with the primary government are such that exclusion would 
cause the reporting entity's financial statements to be rnisleading or incomplete. 

Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement No. 14 established criteria 
for determining which component units should be considered part of the Jackson Parish 
Police Jury for financial reporting purposes. The basic criterion for including a potential 
component unit within the reporting entity is financial responsibility. The GASB has set forth 
criteria to be considered in determining financial accountability. This criteria includes:

1. Appointing a voting majority of an organization's governing body, and: 

a. The ability of the police jury to impose its will on that organization and/or 

b. The potential for the organization to provide specific financial benefits to or 
impose specific financial burdens on the police jury. 

2. Organizations for which the police jury does not appoint a voting majority but are fiscally 
dependent on the police jury, 

3. Organizations for which the reporting entity financial statements would be misleading if 
data of the organization is not included because of the nature or significance of the 
relationship. 

Because the police jury maintains and operates the parish courthouse in which the assessor's 
office is located and provides partial funding for equipment, furniture and supplies of the 
assessor's office, the assessor was determined to he a component unit of the Jackson Parish 
Police Jury, the financial reporting entity. The accompanying financial statements present 
information only on the funds maintained by the assessor and do not present inforrnation on 
the police jury, the general government services provided by that governmental unit, or the 
other governrnental units that comprise the Jackson Parish financial reporting entity. 

B. BASIC FINANCIAL STATEMENTS - GOVERNMENT-WIDE STATEMENTS 

The assessor's basic financial statements include both government-wide (reporting the 
assessor as a whole) and fund financial staternents (reporting the assessor's major fund). 
Both governrnent-wide and fund financial staternents categorize primary activities as either 
governmental or business type. A11 activities of the assessor are classified as governmental. 

The Statement of Net Position (Statement A) and the Statement of Activities (Statement B) 
display information ahout the reporting government as a whole, These statements include 
all the financial activities of the assessor. 

In the Statement of Net 13osition, governmental activities are presented on a consolidated 
basis and are presented on a full accrual, economic resource basis, which recognizes all long-
term assets and receivables as well as long-term obligations. Net position is reported in 
three parts; invested in capital assets, net of any related debt; restricted net position; and 
unrestricted net position. The assessor first uses restricted resources to finance qualifying 
activities.

Notes to the Financial Statements (Continued) 

The government-wide financial statements are prepared using the economic resources 
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, 
assets and liabilities resulting from exchange or exchange-like transactions are recognized 
when the exchange occurs (regardless of when cash is received or disbursed). Revenues, 
expenses, gains, losses, assets and liabilities resulting from nonexchange transactions are 
recognized in accordance with the requirernents of GASB Statement No. 33, Accotmting and 
Financial Reporting for Nonexchange Transactions. 

Program Revenues - Program revenues included in the Statement of Activities (Staternent 
B) are derived directly from parties outside the assessor's taxpayers or citizenry. Program 
revenues reduce the cost of the function to be financed from the assessor's general revenues. 

Allocation of Indirect Expenses - The assessor reports all direct expenses by function in the 
Staternent of Activities (Statement B). Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable 
with a function. Indirect expenses of other functions are not allocated to those functions but 
are reported separately in the Statement of Activities. Depreciation expense, which can be 
specifically identified by function, is included in the direct expenses of each ftmction. 

C. BASIC FINANCIAL STATEMENTS - FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

The financial transactions of the assessor are reported in individual funds in the fund 
financial statements. Fund accounting is designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to 
aid financial management by segregating transactions related to certain government functions 
or activities. 

Fund financial statements report detailed information about the assessor. The focus of 
governmental fund financial statements is on major funds rather than reporting funds by 
type. Each major fund is presented in a separate column. 

A fund is a separate accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts that comprise its 
assets, liabilities, fund equity, revenues, and expenditures. Funds are classified into three 
categories; governmental, proprietary, and fiduciary. Each category, in turn, is divided into 
separate "fund types". Governmental ftmds are used to account for a government's general 
activities, where the focus of attention is on the providing of services to the public as 
opposed to proprietary funds where the focus of attention is on recovering the cost of 
providing services to the public or other agencies through service charges or user fees. The 
assessor's current operations require the use of only governmental funds. The governmental 
fund type used by the assessor is described as follows:

Governmental Fund Type 

General Fund - The General Fund, as provided by Louisiana Revised Statute 13:781, 
is the principal fund of the assessor and is used to account for the operations of the 
assessor's office. The various fees and charges due to the assessor's office are 
accounted for in this fund. General operating expenditures are paid froni this fund. 

D. BASIS OF ACCOUNTING 

Basis of accounting refers to the point at which revenues or expenditures/expenses are 
recognized in th.e accounts and reported in the financial statements. It relates to the timing 
of the measurement made regardless of the measurement focus applied. 

1. Accrual: 

The governmental type activities in the governrnent-wide financial statements are 
presented on the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are recognized when earned and 
expenses are recognized when incurred. 

2. Modified Accrual: 

The governmental fund financial statements are presented on the modified accrual basis 
of accounting. With this measurement focus, only current assets and current liabilities 
are generally included on the balance sheet. The statement of revenues, expenditures, 
and changes in fund balances reports on the sources (i.e., revenues and other financing 
sources) and uses (i.e., expenditures and other Financing uses) of current financial 
resources. This approach differs from the manner in which the governmental activities 
of the government-wide financial statements are prepared. Governmental fund financial 
staternents therefore include a reconciliation with brief explanations to better identify 
the relationship between the government-wide statements and the statements for 
governrnental funds. 

Governmental funds use the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under the modified 
accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when susceptible to accrual (i.e., 
when they becorne both measurable and available). Measurable means the amount of 
the transaction can be determined and available means collectible within the current 
period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. The assessor 
considers all revenues available if they are collected within 60 days after the fiscal year 
end. Expenditures are recorded when the related fund liability is incurred, except for 
interest and principal payments on general long-terin debt which is recognized when 
due, and certain compensated absences and claims and judgrnents which are recognized

when the obligations are expected to be liquidated with expendable available financial 
resources. The governmental funds use the following practices in recording revenues 
and expenditures: 

Revenues 

Ad valorem taxes are recorded in the year the taxes are assessed. Ad valorem taxes are 
assessed on a calendar year basis, beconle due when the tax roll is filed with the 
recorder of mortgages and become delinquent on December 31. Ad valorem taxes are 
generally collected in Novernber and Decetnber of thc current year and January and 
February of the ensuing year. 

Compensation frorn taxing bodies is recorded in the year the ad valorem taxes are 
assessed. Ad valorern taxes are assessed on a calendar year basis, become due on 
Novenlber 15 of each year, and become delinquent on December 31. The compensation 
is generally collected in December of the current year and January of the ensuing year. 

Fees for preparing tax rolls are recorded in the year prepared. 

Interest income on demand deposits is recorded nlonthly when the interest is earned and 
credited to the account. 

Based on the above criteria, ad valorern taxes, cornpensation from taxing bodies, and 
fees for preparing tax rolls have bcen treated as susceptible to accrual. 

Expenditures 

Expenditures are generally recognized under the modified accrual basis of accounting 
when the related fund liability is incurred. 

E. CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS 

Under state law, the assessor rnay deposit funds in demand deposits, interest bearing demand 
deposits, money market accounts, or time deposits with state banks organized under 
Louisiana law and national banks having principal offices in Louisiana. At December 31, 
2023, the assessor has cash and cash equivalents (book balances) totaling $8,857,399.

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Custodial Credit Risk: Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that, in the event of the 
failure of a depository financial institution, the government will not be able to recover its 
deposits. Under state law, the deposits (or the resulting bank balances) must be secured by 
federal deposit insurance or the pledge of securities owned by the fiscal agent bank. The 
market value of the pledged securities plus the federal deposit insurance must at all times 
equal or exceed the amount on deposit with the fiscal agent. These securities are held in the 
name of the pledging fiscal agent bank in a holding or custodial bank that is mutually 
acceptable to both parties. Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1229 imposes a statutory 
requirernent on the custodial bank to advertise and sell the pledged securities within 10 days 
of being notified by the Assessor that the fiscal agent bank has failed to pay deposited funds 
upon demand. Further, Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1224 states that securities held by a 
third party shall be deemed to be held in the Assessor's narne.

F. CAPITAL ASSETS 

Capital assets are capitalized at historical cost or estimated cost if historical cost is not 
available Donated assets are recorded as capital assets at their estimated fair market value 
at the date of donation. The assessor maintains a threshold level of $500 or more for 
capitalizing capital assets. 

Capital assets are reported in the governtnent-wide financial statements but not in the fund 
financial statements. Since surplus assets are sold for an immaterial amount when declared 
as no longer needed for public purposes by the assessor, no salvage value is taken into 
consideration for depreciation purposes. All capital assets, other than land, are depreciated 
using the straight-line method over the following useful lives:

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G. ANNUAL AND SICK LEAVE 

All employees are granted from two to three weeks of noncumulative vacation leave each 
year, depending on length of service. Sick leave is granted on an individual basis with 
proper documentation of actual illness. At December 31, 2023, there are no accumulated 
and vested benefits relating to vacation and sick leave that require accrual or disclosure. 

H. RISK MANAGEMENT 

The assessor is exposed to various risk of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and 
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; and injuries to employees. To handle such risk 
of loss, the assessor maintains commercial insurance policies covering his automobile, 
professional liability and surety bond coverage. No claims were paid on any of the policies 
during the past three years which exceeded the policies' coverage amounts. There were no 
significant reductions in insurance coverage during the year ended Deceinber 31, 2023. 

L PENSION PLANS 

The Jackson Parish Tax Assessors's Office is a participating employer in a cost-sharing, 
rnultiple-employer defined benefit pension plan as described in Note 6. For purposes of 
measuring the net pension liability, deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows of 
resources related to pensions, and pension expense, information about the fiduciary net 
position of each of the plans, and additions to/deductions for the plan's fiduciary net position 
have been determined on the same basis as they are reported by the plan. For this purpose, 
benefit payrnents (including refunds of employee contributions) are recognized when due and 
payable in accordance with the benefit terms. 

J. EQUITY CLASSIFICATIONS 

In the government-wide statements, equity is classified as net position and displayed in three 
cornponents: 

a. Net investment in capital assets - Consists of capital assets including restricted capital 
assets, net of accumulated depreciation and reduced by the outstanding balances of any 
bonds, mortgages, notes, or other borrowing that are attributable to the acquisition, 
construction, or improvement of those assets. 
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b. Restricted net position - Consists of net position with constraints placed on the use 
either by (1) external groups, such as creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or 
regulations of other governrnents; or (2) law through constitutional provisions or 
enabling legislation. 

c. Unrestricted net position - All other net position that does not meet the definition of 
"restricted" or "net investrnent in capital assets." 

When an expense is incurred for the purposes for which both restricted and unrestricted net 
position is available, management applies unrestricted resources first, unless a determination 
is rnade to use restricted resources. The policy concerning which to apply first varies with 
the intended use and legal requirements. This decision is typically made by management at 
the incurrence of the expense. 

In the fund financial statements, governmental fund equity is classified as fund balance and 
displayed in five cornponents. The following classifications describe the relative strength 
of the spending constraints placed on the purposes for which resources can be used: 

Nonspendable - represents arnounts that are not expected to be converted to cash 
because they are either not in spendable form or legally or contractually required 
to be rnaintained intact. 

Restricted - represents balances where constraints have been established by parties 
outside the Assessor's office or imposed by law through constitutional provisions 
or enabling legislation. 

committed - represents balances that can only be used for specific purposes 
pursuant to constraints imposed by formal action of the Assessor's highest level of 
decision-making authority. 

Assigned - represents balances that are constrained by the government's intent_ to 
be used for specific purposes, but are not restricted nor committed. 

Unassigned - represents balances that have not been assigned to other funds and 
that have not been restricted, committed, or assigned to specific purposes within 
the general fund. 

The General Fund has an unassigned fund balance of $9,201,447. If applicable, the 
Assessor would typically use restricted fund balances first, followed by comrnitted 
resources and assigned resources as appropriate opportunities arise, but reserves the right 
to selectively spend unassigned resources first and to defer the use of these other classified 
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funds, The Assessor considers restricted amounts have been spent when an expenditure 
has been incurred for the purpose for which both restricted and unrestricted fund balance 
is available, 

K. DEFERRED OUTLFOWS/INFLOWS OF RESOURCES 

The Statement o f Net Position reports a separate section for deferred outflows and (or) deferred 
inflows of financial resources. Deferred outflows of resources represent a consurnption of net 
position that applies to future periods and will not be recognized as an outflow of resources 
(expense/expenditure) until the applicable period. Deferred inllows of resources represent an 
acquisitions of net position that applies to future periods and will not be recognized as an 
inflow of resources until that. time. 

L. ESTIMATES 

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America require management to make estimates and 
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of 
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported 
amounts of revenues, expenditures, and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results 
could differ from those estimates. 

2. PRINCIPAL TAXPAYERS 

The Assessor levied a millage of 1.75 for ad valorem taxes for 2023.

3. TAX ABATEMENT 

The Louisiana Industrial Ad Valorem Tax Exemption program (Louisiana Administrative Code, Title 13, 
Chapter 5) is a state incentive program which abates, up to ten years, local ad valorem taxes on a 
manufacturer's new investment and annual capitalized additions related to the manufacturing site. 
Applications to exempt qualified property for five years are approved by the Louisiana Economic 
Developrnent's Board of Cornrnerce and Industry_ The exernption may be renewed for an additional five 
year. For the fiscal year ending December 31, 2023, approximately $27,454 in the Assessor ad valorem 
tax revenues were abated by the state of Louisiana through the Louisiana Industrial Ad Valorem Tax 
Exemption program.

6. PENSION PLAN 

The Jackson Parish Tax Assessor contributes to the Louisiana Assessor's Retirement Fund (fund) which 
is a cost-sharing, multiple employer, defined benefit pension plan. Substantially all employees participate 
in the Plan. The Fund was created by Act 91 Section 1 of the 1950 regular Legislature Session, and it 
functions under the provisions of Louisiana Revised Statute 11:1401 through 1494. The plan is a qualified 
plan as defined by the Internal Revenue code Section 401(a), effective January 1, 1998. Membership in 
the Louisiana Assessors' Retirement Fund is a condition of employrnent for Assessors and their full tirne 
employees. 

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies. 

The Fund prepares its ernployer schedules in accordance with Governmental Accounting Statement No. 
68 - Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions - an amendment of GASF3 Statement No. 27. GASB 
Statement No. 68 established standards for measuring and recognizing liabilities, deferred outflows of 
resources, deferred inflows of resources and expenses/expenditures. It provides methods and assurnptions 
that should be used to project benefit payrnents, discount projected benefit payments to their actuarial 
present value and attribute that present value to periods of ernployee service. It also provides methods 
to calculate participating employer's proportionate share of net pension liability(asset), deferred inflows, 
deferred outflows, pension expense and amortization periods for deferred inflows and deferred outflows. 

The Fund's employer schedules were prepared using the accrual basis of accounting. Employer 
contributions, on which the employer allocations are based, are recognized in the period in which the 
employee is compensated for services performed. 

The preparation of schedules of employer allocations and pension amounts by employer in conformity 
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America requires the use of estimates 
and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities. Accordingly, actual results rnay 
differ from estimated amounts. 

Plan Fiduciary Net Position 

Plan fiduciary net position is a significant component of the Fund's collective net pension liability (asset). 
The Fund's plan fiduciary net position was detemined using the accrual basis of accounting. The Fund's 
assets, liabilities, revenues, and expenses were recorded with the use of estimates and assumptions in 
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. Such estimates 
and assurnptions primarily relate to actuarial evaluations or unsettled transactions and events as of the 
date of the financial statements and estirnates in the determination of the fair market value of the Fund's 
investments. Accordingly, actual results may differ from estirnated amounts. 
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Plan Description. 

The Louisiana Assessors' Retirement and Relief Fund was established for the purpose of providing 
retirement allowances and other benefits as stated under the provisions of R.S. Title 11:1401 for eligible 
employees of the assessors' office. The projection of benefit payments in the calculation of the total 
pension liability includes all benefits to be provided to current active and inactive etnployees through the 
Fund in accordance with the benefit terrns and any additional legal agreements to provide benefits that are 
in force at the measurement date. 

The Fund has issued a stand-alone audit report on their financial statements_ Access to the report can be

Plan Benefits 

Pension benefits 
Members who were hired before October 1, 2013, will be eligible for pension ben.efits once they have 
either reached the age of fifty-five and have at least twelve years of service or have at least thirty years 
of service, regardless of age. Employees who were hired o or after October 1, 2013, will be eligible for 
pension benefits once they have either reached the age of sixty and have at least twelve years of service 
or have reached the age of fifty-five and have at least thirty years of service. 

Members whose first ernployment making them eligible for membership began prior to October 1, 2006, 
are entitled to annual pension benefits equal to three and one-third percent of their highest monthly 
average final compensation received during any 36 consecutive rnonths, multiplied by their total years of 
service, not to exceed 100% of final cornpensation. Members whose first employment making them 
eligiblc for membership began on or after October 1, 2006, but before October 1, 2013, are entitled to 
annual pension benefits equal to three and one-third percent of their highest monthly average final 
compensation received during any 60 consecutive rnonths, multiplied by their total years of service, not 
to exceed 100% of monthly average final compensation. Mernbers whose first employment making thern 
eligible for membership began on or after October 1, 2013 but who have less than thirty years of service, 
are entitled to annual pension benefits equal to three percent of their highest monthly average final 
compensation received during any 60 consecutive months, multiplied by their total years of service, not 
to exceed 100% of monthly average final compensation. Members whose first employrnent making them 
eligible for membership began on or after October 1, 2013 and have thirty or more years of service, are 
cntitled to annual pension benefits equal to three and one-third percent of their highest monthly average 
final cornpensation received during any 60 consecutive months, multiplied by their total years of service, 
not to exceed 100% of monthly average final cornpensation. Members may elect to receive their pension 
benefits in the form of a joint and survivor annuity. 

If nlernbers terminate before rendering 12 years of service, they forfeit the right to receive the portion of 
their accumulated plan benefits attributable to the ernployer's contributions. Benefits are payable over

the employees' lives in the forrn of a rnonthly annuity. Employees may elect a reduced benefit or any of 
four options at retirement. 

The Fund also provides death and disability benefits. Benefits are established or amended by state statute. 

Contributions 

According to state statute, contribution requirernents for all employers are actuarially determined each 
year. For the year en.ded December 31, 2023, the actual employer contribution rate was 5%, actuarially 
determined as an amount that, when cotnbined with employee contributions, is expected to finance the 
costs of benefits earned by employees during the year. Mernbers are required by state statute to contribute 
8% of their annual covered salary. The contributions are deducted from the member's salary and remitted 
by the participating agency. Administrative costs of the Fund are financed through employer 
contributions. The fund also received one-fourth of one percent of the property taxes assessed in each 
parish of the state as well as a state revenue sharing appropriation. These additional sources of income 
are used as employer contributions and are considered support frorn non-employer contributing entities, 
but are not considered special funding situations. The Jackson Parish Assessor's contributions to the Fund 
for the year ending December 31, 2023 was $269,748. Non-employer contribution revenue for the year 
ended December 31, 2023 was $132,166. 

The Assessor has elected under state statute to pay both the employer and the employee contributions to 
the retirement system. Due to this election, the Assessor contributed and additional $30,869 on behalf 
of the employees for the year. 

Pension Liabilities, Pension Expense, and Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred Inflows of 
Resources Related to Pensions 

For the years ended December 31, 2023 and 2023, the Assessor reported a liability of $402,187 and 
$555,600 respectively, for its proportionate share of the net pension liability (asset). The net pension 
liability was measured as of September 30, 2023, and the total pension liability used to calculate the net 
pension liability was determined by an actuarial valuation as of that date. The Assessors' proportion of 
the net pension liability was based on a projection of the Assessors' long-term share of contributions to 
the pension plan relative to the projected contributions of all participating assessors', actuarially 
determined. At Septernber 30, 2023, the Assessors' proportion was 0.8209 percent, which was an 
increase of 0.0179 fronl its proportion measured as of September 30, 2022. 

For the year ended Decernber 31, 2023, the Assessor recognized pension expense of $269,748 plus 
difference in proportionate share and differences between employer contributions and proportionate share 
of contributions, which was $(18,355). Total pension expense for the Assessor for the year ended 
December 31, 2023 was $251,393.

The long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments was determined using a building block 
rnethod in which best-estimate ranges of expected future real rates of return (expected returns, net of pension plan 
investment expense and inflation) are developed for each major asset class. These ranges are combined to produce 
the long-term expected rate of return by weighting the expected future real rates of return by the target asset 
allocation percentage and by adding expected inflation, of 2.5%, and an adjustment for the effect of 
rebalancing/diversification. The resulting long-term expected arithmetic nominal return was 7.85% as of 
September 30, 2023.

Plan Description . The Jackson Parish Assessor (the Assessor) provides certain continuing health care 
and life insurance benefits for its retired einployees. The Jackson Parish Assessor's OPEB Plan (the 
OPEB Plan) is a single-ernployer defined benefit OPEB plan adrninistered by the Assessor, The authority 
to establish and/or arnend the obligation of the employer, ernployees and retirees rests with the Assessor, 
No assets are accurnulated in a trust that meets the criteria in Governrnental Accounting Standards Board 
(GASB).

Benefits Provided - Benefits are provided through comprehensive plans and are made available to 
employees upon actual retirement. Employees are covered by the Louisiana Assessors' Retirement Fund, 
whose retirement eligibility (D.R.O.P. entry) provisions are as follows: Attainment of age 55 and 12 years 
of service; or, any age and 30 years of service; employees hired on and after October 1, 2013 are not able 
to retire or enter DROP until age 60 with 12 years of service; or, age 55 with 30 years of service. The 
retiree must also have 20 years of service for the retiree to receive employer contributions. 

Life insurance coverage is provided to retirees and 100% of the blended rate (active and retired) is paid 
by the employer. The arnount of insurance coverage while active is continued after retirement, but the 
retiree insurance amount is lirnited to 50% of the amount that was covered while active prior to age 70.

8. DEFERRED COMPENSATION 

Ail of the employees of the Jackson Parish Assessor are eligible to participate in the State of Louisiana 
deferred cornpensation plan. Ernployees may contribute up to 100% of their salary (not to exceed 
statutory amount set by the IRS) to the plan on a pre-tax basis.
