Summary of Sipnificant Accounting Policies

A

Nature of Operations

Milton Water System (the System) was incorporated January 10, 1974, under the
provisions of non-profit corporation laws under the State of Lowsiana. The System was orgamzed
to construct, maintain, and operate a private water system that provides water to its members.
Members elect directors who appomt or elect officers to manage the organization The organization
was granted non-profit status. by the Internal Revenue Service under IRS Code 301 (¢)(12).

Fmancial Statement Presentation

The finanvial statements of the System have been prepared on the accrual basis of
accountmy m accordance with accountmg principles generally aceepted m the United States of
America. Net assets and revenues, expenses, gains and losses are classified on the existence of
donor-imposed restrictions. Accordingly. net assets of the System and changes therein are classihied
and reported as follows:

Ner assets without donor restrictions — Net assets that are not subject to donor-imposed
restrictions may be expended for any purpose in performing the primary objectives of the System.
These net assets may be used at the discretion of the System’s management and board of directors.

Net assets with donoi restricrions — Net assets subject to donor-imposed stipulations that
will be met, either (1) incurring expenses to satisfying the restricted purpose (purpose restricted.
and-or passage of time or other events (time restricted), or {2) will never expire {perpetual m
nature). When restrictions expire, net assets with donor restrictions are reclassified to net assets
without donor restrictions and reported 1 the statement of activities as net assets released from
restrictions.

The System’s board of directors has designated. from net assets without donor restrictions
for the tollowing purpose:

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents 1s comprised of interest-bearing deposits which are stated at
cost, which approximates market. All short-term investments that are highly hquid are considered
to be cash equivalents. Cash equivalents are readily convertible to known amounts of cash, and at
the date of purchase, they have a maturity date no longer than three months,

Investments are carried at fair value. The System reports investment income and gains
restricted by donors as mereases m net assets without donor restnetions 1t the restrictions are met

(vither a stipulated time period ends. or a purpose restriction is accomplished) in the reporting
period in which the income and gains are recognized.

Allocation of Funetional Expenses

Direct expenses are charged to program or support based on specific identification.

Revenue Recognition

The System recognizes revenues on the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues from water
sales are recognized at the ime services are rendered. The performance obhgations for substantially
all services relate to contracts with terms of one vear or less. As 2 result, the System does not
separately disclose agyregate amounts of fully or partially unsatistied performance obligations as
of the end of the vear.

Income Taxes

The Water System 1s a nonprofit orgamzation exempt from Federal and State income taxes.
Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require management 1o
evaluate tax positions taken by the System and recognize a tax liability (or asset) 1f the System has
undertaken an uncertain position that more hikely than not would not be sustained upon examination
by the Internal Revenue Service. Management has analyzed the tax positions taken by the Svstem,
and has concluded that as of June 30, 2024 and 2023, respectively, there are no uncertain positions
taken or expected to be taken that would require recogmtion of a liability (or asset) or disclosure in
the financial statements. The System 1s subject to routine audit by taxing jurisdictions; however,
there are currently no audits for any tax periods in progress.

Property and FEquipment

The cost of property and equipment, which have an acquisition cost of $500 or more are
capitalized. Property and equipment are valued at historical cost and are being depreciated on a
straight-line basis Depreciation expense totaled $367.606 and $377.774 for the yvears ended June
30, 2024 and 2023, respectively.

Bad Debts

Generally accepted accounting principles requure the acerual of uncollectible receivables
through an allowance account. An allowance for credit losses on receivables is recorded at the
balance sheet date. The allowance for credit losses is evaluated on 2 case by case basis. Potential
credit losses exist when the clients have historically been unable to pay their bill, water lines are
damaged by outside sources, or very specific extenuating circumstances. An allowance for credit
losses was $5.388 and $0 for the years ended June 30, 2024 and 2023

Vacation. Sick Leave. and Compensated Absences

The System allows one regular workweek of paid vacation after one vear as a full-ime
emplovee and mereased vacation each additional year of service. Vacation 1s normally taken in the
vear accrued. but one week of unused vacation days may be carmed over to the next year. Acerued
vacation is payable at termmation of employment. Accrued vacation will not be accrued hecause it
is immaterial. Sick leave may not be carned over and is not payable at termination of emplovment,
it 1s recorded as an expense of the period in which pawd,

The System considers all highly hquid investments with a matunty of three months or less
at the date of acquisition to be cash equivalents.

Use of Estimates

The process of prepaning financial statements in conformity with penerally accepted
accountmg prneiples requires management to use estimates and make assumptions regarding,
certain types of assets, habilities, support. and expenses. Such estimates primarily relate to unsettied
transacthions and events as of the date of the financial statements. Accordmgly, upon settlement,
actual results may differ from estimated amounts.

Investinents

FASB provides the framework for measurmg tawr value. That framework provides a fair value
hierarchy that prionitizes the inputs to valuation techmques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives
the highest prionty to unadjusted guoted prices m active markets for identical assets or habilities (level 1
measurements) and the lowest prionity to unobservable inputs (level 3 measurements). The three levels of
the fair value hierarchy under FASB are desenibed as follows:

Level I — Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical assets or liabilines
in active markets that the plan has the abality to access.

Level 2 — Inputs to the valuation methodology include quoted prices for similar assets or habilities in
inactive markets, quoted prices for identical assets or habihties m inactive markets: inputs other
than quoted prices that are observable tor the asset or hability; or inputs that are denved
prmeipally from or corroborated by observable market data by correlation or other means.

Level 3 — Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair value
measurement.

The asset or liabality's fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy 15 based on the
lowest level of any input that 1s sigmificant to the fair value measurement.

Certain assets are restricted by lenders for specific purposes and. therefore. are not available for
general expenditure. As part of the System’s hquidity management, it has a policy to structure 1ts financial
assets to be avmlable as its general expenditures, liabilities, and other obligations come due. Although the
System does not intend to spend from its restricted assets other than amounts appropriated for general
expenditures as part of its annual appropnation process, amounts from its restricted assets could be made
avalable 1t necessary.

Deferred Compensation Contracts

The System has established a deferred compensation contract with a certamn key employee. The
agreement provides for a lump sum cash benefit upon hns normal retirement date or ns beneficiary upon
death. Provisions for these benefits are charged to operations ratably over the employee’s expected term of
emplovment. The net amount of deferred compensation paid to cover key emplovees for vears ended June
